WeatherlyÕs Annual Lakeview Ride- July 12

Dick & Kevin Weatherly will be hosting their Annual Lakeview 
Ride on July 12th.  Meet at the Weatherly cabin at 9 am.  There 
will be 3 options for riders.
 
The Advanced Group will do about 70 miles with a gas stop. The 
pace is fairly fast and the trails are singletrack for the most part 
with some tight switchbacks, some technical sections, some tight 
sections and a bit of open riding along with some big stream 
crossings. This is an advanced ride.
 
The Intermediate Group will do about 50 miles without a gas 
stop. The pace is quick, just not as quick as the Advanced Group. 
The trails are basically the same as the Advanced Group but do 
not cover all of the trails the Advanced Group does. This is an 
advanced intermediate ride.
 
The Beginner Group will do about 20 miles without a gas stop. 
The pace is comfortable. The trails are beginner friendly, and the 
scenery is awesome.

June 14 & 15- FatherÕs Day Family Campout & Ride @ 
LPO

First of all, a huge thank you to everyone that cleared the trails 
prior to the event!!!! The weather was perfect,  the trails were all 
open except for one log we had to hop over on Saturday  and 
one log to squeeze under that the "You Wanna Race Group" had 
propped up for all of us.  Ed Schafer did cut both of those out 
later.

Saturday we had 36 riders with Pat leading the "You Wanna 
Race Group" with 12 riders, Randy Nilles leading the "Not 
Racing, But Riding Fast Group" with 8 riders and me leading 
the "Ride Easier but Longer Group" with 13 riders (counting 
Karl who was riding sweep after hauling gas/lunches to Frater 

Lake & catching up to us.  Cheryl Eggert headed up a Beginner 
Ride as well.

Pat headed out with his group first, followed by Randy and his 
group next then my group.  We headed up Radar Dome to Trail 
142 and headed out over Green Mountain and Thomas Mountain 
to Frater Lake where the gas stop was.  Just after Green 
Mountain, we came across Randy's Group.  They had a low tire 
so were waiting there for the rider to hit Beaver Lodge to air it 
up & bring back some Red Bulls.  About the time our group all 
arrived and had a short rest, Randy's group was back together 
and heading out ahead of us.  We followed shortly after that,  on 
over Thomas Mountain and onto Frater Lake.

The map showed about 27.5 miles from Sherry Creek to Frater, 
but odometers were reading about 30 miles for the first leg of 
the ride.  When our group arrived at Frater Lake we found Janet 
White there with her truck.  She'd been out geocaching and was 
bringing lunch for her crew which was in our group.  She told us 
that the first group was way ahead of us and the 2nd group 
wasn't far behind them.  We munched down lunch, did a bit of 
bench racing, refueled bikes and headed out on the next leg of 
the journey.  We jumped across the highway to head over to 
Granite Meadows then down to Gillette Lake Campground via 
Trail 148 & Rufus Trail because it was getting late and we were 
all getting a bit tired.  By the time we got back to Sherry Creek, 
odometers were reading about 55 miles and they were not easy 
miles for the most part.  

Sunday we headed out with a smaller group of 8 riders. We 
headed back out on Radar Dome Trail,  after a little warm up ride 
on Clark Creek led by Wrongway Pat.  We came back down 
Clark Creek to Trail 142 then headed south on Trail 143 in order 
to hit the backside of Radar Dome.  From the Radar Dome we 
headed over to the Gravel Pit, past Flodelle Creek on Tacoma 
Divide and back to Sherry Creek for a quick 25 mile ride on the 
easier trails.

After a quick lunch break & refueling of bikes, 6 of us headed 
out again to hit Rufus, Ruftac, Granite Meadows, Granite Peak 
and come back on Trail 144 to Lake Gillette then high tail it 
back to camp for a nice 42 mile loop.  Granite Peak is always a 
fun ride and the view even makes that last little bit where you 
climb the rock pile worth the effort.



Monday, there were a few of us still camping & riding.  We 
headed out with the whole family (Karl,  Pat, Randi, Kayla and 
myself) joined by Ed & Damon Schafer and Kevin Eggert.   
This was Randi's 2nd ride on a full size bike a YZ125 
motocrosser, Kayla was on her XR100 and little Damon was on 
his DS80.  We headed up Radar Dome to 142 and on over the 
tight twisties of Green Mountain with all it's switchbacks, roots, 
rocks and drops.

In Memoriam...Tragedy at Liberty Lake ORV

On Sunday, May 18, at Liberty lake ORV Park a dirt biker died, 
probably from dehydration and heat stroke.  He was riding hard 
and having trouble keeping up with his friends.  He only had one 
small water bottle.  After getting separated from his friends, he 
was trying to cool off in the shade, less than a mile from the 
trailhead.  His friends found him, then came to the trailhead and 
asked us for water to help him.  When we arrived he was 
conscious and lucid.  We gave him water and he started to drink, 
then he passed out.  Although he had help from us, other riding 
groups, CPR, ATVs assisting with transport of the firefighters 
and paramedics, and Medstar, he couldnÕt be revived.  It was a 
terrific team effort with all the groups on the hill assisting any 
way possible. 

We canÕt help that riding takes us to the remote areas we love.  
But we can control our physical condition, how we treat 
ourselves while we ride and how we ride our bikes.  If we get 
injured or have a medical problem, we are likely to be a long 
time and far in distance from help.

Summer temperatures add to the risk of riding.  We must be 
prepared and equipped to hydrate both with water and 
electrolytes and be aware of the condition of our riding partners.  
Make the preparations and be safe while riding in hot summer 
temperatures. -Larry White
