Remember these rules
On the Roads

[J Speed limit on forest management roads is
25 mph.

[J Logging trucks, heavy equipment and other
vehicles use these roads; be ready to yield
right-of-way.

On the Trails

[J Stay on signed, approved trails.

00 All Off-road vehicles (ORV) must have:
[Wehicle license or ORV permit tag, and
[USFS-approved spark arresting muffler

[] Respect the rights of others on trails.

[0 Do not ride in streams, on road

embankments, lakeshores, or wetlands.

[0 Watch for unmarked hazards on trails.

In the Campsites

[J Camp in designated campsites only.

[0 Do not alter or remove vegetation.

[J Pack out garbage and litter.

[0 No camping in day-use areas.

[J Limit fires to campsite fireplaces.

[J Maintain quiet between 10 pm - 6 am.

[0 Do not shoot in or near recreation
sites, trails or roads.
